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Pool Use Information

House Rules 
1. Everyone must enter and leave The Hines Center via the front designated entrance and exit.

2. Employees and their guests are limited to the pool area, game/snack area, locker rooms and front foyer.

3. Tobacco:  Use of any type of tobacco is not permitted anywhere in The Hines Center.  Smoking stations are provided outside the building in the patio area next to the pool room and at the front of The Hines Center.
4. Food and drinks are to be kept in the upper patio area or the outside patio.  There is to be no food or drink in the immediate pool area.  No glass is allowed anywhere in these areas.  

5. Lockers are available for usage.  Keys are available to check out at the Front Counter.  Employee is responsible for making sure all keys are returned at the end of the event.  The Hines Group, Inc./The Hines Center will not be responsible for lost or stolen articles.

6. Proper Attire: All participants will be expected to wear appropriate attire when using The Hines Center.  Shoes and shirt are required at all times in all areas outside the locker rooms and pool areas.  Participants who wear any attire that is thought inappropriate by management will be asked to change.  

7.   Use of the Wet Areas during Pool Parties:
A. Employee hosting the event must be present for the event and in the pool area at all times.  No one will be allowed into the pool area until employee is present.
B. Everyone is required to shower before entering the pool or whirlpool. 

C. The Hines Center does not have lifeguards.  Swimming is at your own risk and consideration should be given to hiring a lifeguard at Employee’s expense.  Employee is responsible for the safety of all Employee’s guests.  
D. State Regulations require that “No person may enter the pool area alone or swim alone”  Another responsible person, described as 17 years of age or older, must be with the swimmer.
E. There must be enough adults to watch all children.  Management reserves the right to determine if there is adequate coverage.
F. At least one adult must be dressed in swim attire and prepared to enter the water if needed.  
G. Children 15 and under are NOT permitted in the whirlpool at any time.  Children under 18 must be accompanied in the water by an adult in the whirlpool.  The whirlpool is for relaxation only, no swimming, jumping or horseplay of any kind is allowed.
H. There is to be no running in the area surrounding the pool.
I. Absolutely no diving into the pool.
J. All participants will be advised that they can leave the pool if thunder is heard or lightning seen.  
8. Management reserves the right to determine infractions to the rules and make restrictions to the use of the facility or ask participants to leave as necessary.
9. Facility must be cleaned after the event including trash.  Please bring your own trash bags, large garbage bags and make sure to replace the trash bags in all containers after the event.  Closed trash bags should be placed in the pickup truck bed parked in the parking lot behind the Center or just outside the back door if pickup is not available.  Staff will be happy to unlock the janitorial closet for access to brooms, dust pans and mops.  A $30 per hour fee will be charged if the facility is not left reasonably clean and orderly as determined by Hines Center management.
10. The employee hosting the party is responsible for all activities, conduct, safety, clean up and any damages.
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
